
Advanced Maintenance now designs and manufactures 
prototype products and specialist machinery, undertakes general 
engineering and industrial plant maintenance and installation, as 
well as selling and servicing compressors.

It is, however, not limited to these services.

A purpose built workshop, which is almost fully self-contained, 
with an in-house machine shop and full engineering facilities has 
been established to cater for demand.

Advanced Maintenance endeavours to complete the majority 
of work in-house by its highly trained and skilled staff, utilising its 
well equipped factory, but it can also outsource and control if 
required, using local suppliers and contractors as much  
as possible.

Advanced Maintenance started life as a two-person operation. 
Staff numbers now stand at 13 and it is on the look out for 
additional skilled personnel, current Advanced Maintenance 
manager Jody Leitch said.

Mr Leitch has been with Advanced Maintenance since 1994.

“We’ve built equipment that has gone off-shore and we service 
a wide range of industrial plant and equipment. That goes for 
anything from a cake mixer to saw mills,” he said.

“The bulk of our work is in the greater Canterbury region, 
completing tasks as far south as Oamaru and as far north  
as Culverden.”

Advanced Maintenance designs and builds compressor 
packages, anything from two horse power to 200 horse power, 
with the ability to install them as well. It also designs and builds 
many types of machines and equipment to service the local 
industrial market.

“Anything from a guillotine, sanding machine, dust extraction 
systems to many other industrial machines,” Mr Leitch said.

“We will build anything, specialising in one-off proto-type  
unique machinery.”

Since 1994, the company has built 15 tree-topping machines, 
an average of about one a year, each with its own unique design 
and customer requirements.

From scratch, one of these machines requires on average 2500 
plus man hours to complete, and Advanced Maintenance is 
currently working on one for local man Blair Sewell.

Tree toppers begin with a bare truck chassis which is then 
reconditioned, added is a new 240hp MWM engine with an 
Allison automatic transmission for the main drive. This allows 
the vehicle to get along the road at 80kmh. A 150hp stationary 
engine is used to drive the hydraulics, this is mounted low on 
the non-cutting side along with a combined hydraulic oil and fuel 
tank to aid stability.

“They are a pretty tough machine, weighing around 16 ton all 
finished,” Mr Leitch said.

Three years ago Advanced Maintenance was purchased by 
the Spray Marks Group, a local company also involved in road-
marking, signs manufacture and traffic management and with 
the change of ownership Mr Hartley is now general manager 
for the group. This has given Advanced Maintenance a wider 
range of professionals at their side, whilst maintaining a wealth of 
knowledge and expertise to draw from.

“We have a great bunch of people working for Advanced 
Maintenance, with 60 plus years combined experience in industrial 
maintenance and manufacturing onsite. It is quite tricky at times 
to take the picture from the clients mind and turn it into reality, 
but this is all just part of the challenge in doing what Advanced 
Maintenance does, and does well. We all take great pride in the 
projects we undertake, and it is very rewarding for myself and my 
staff to take a client’s concept idea and then turn it into a reality 
which meets and exceeds their expectations,” he said.
